A lonely feeling, with its depressed
teenager falls under the influence of the Gothic
subculture or word-finding other teenagers are also
suffering from depression, with the downed wing

experiencing emotional distress. Unfortunately, the
emotional support actually lengthens the period of
anguish (ctpagaHue), encouraging further
alienation.
