The entire complex of church and surrounding
monastery buildings was mined, destroyed and
burned by balists (Albanian fascist organization)
in spring of 1941. Monastery was razed to the
ground. All the ancient books and the iconostasis
with the icons, those from the earlier centuries as
well as those dating from XIX and XX century,
were burned on that occasion. Albanians didn't
spare any Serbian holy object, not even those
where even the ill people from their own nation
were cured, whatever their religion was.

Up to nowadays, the monastery has been
completely destroyed four times.

In July 13th to 16th 1999 the nuns of orthodox
monastery Devic were captured by KLA
terrorists. Monastery Devic was devastated on
that occasion. Everything except immobile
properties has been robbed: vehicles, agricultural
engines and other machines, apparatus... Church
objects were profaned, glasses all around the
monastery were smashed, St. loanichius'
reliquary was broken, etc.

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Thursday, March 18th 2004, Srbica - Chronology of
events on the base of UNMIK and KFOR official
information:

- 2000 protesters gather and move towards Devic
Monastery

- Five Orthodox Serbian nuns from Devic monastery
were evacuated from the area

- Violent protesters set Monastery on fire

- The same as German KFOR hasn't protected St
Archangels monastery near Prizren, which vanished
in fire, neither has French KFOR protected Devic
monastery, which has been captured by horde of
furious Albanians and robbed and burned down to
foundation. Even the grave of St Ioanichius of Devic
hasn't been spared. The fire was set on grave during
Albanian celebration on account of destroying the
Christian holy object.
