Background: This study assessed the psychological aftermath of the Chornobyl disaster on
children whose families were evacuated to Kyiv from the contaminated zone surrounding
the nuclear power facility. Method: We compared 300 randomly selected evacuee children
who were in utero to age 2 at the time of the explosion with 300 gender-matched
classmates. Data were obtained from children, mothers, and teachers using standard,
structured measures of childrens well-being and mental health risk factors, and excellent
internal consistency was obtained. The children also received physical examinations and
basic blood tests. The response rates were 92% for evacuees and 85% for classmates.
Results: The evacuees and classmates perceived their mental health similarly except in the
areas of scholastic competence and Chornobyl-related «PTSD» symptoms. No differences
were found in the lowa Conner’s Rating Scale completed by teachers. In contrast, the
evacuee mothers regarded their children’s mental health as poorer, especially with respect
to somatic symptoms. Chornobyl stress was not a particularly strong predictor of teachers
or child self-reported well-being but related strongly to maternal perceptions of child
well-being. Even after takinga set of 13 epidemiologically-derived risk factors into account,
Chornobyl-stress was significant. Maternal somatization was the strongest correlate of
mothers’ perceptions of their children’s somatic distress. Discussion: Given the multiple
stressful experiences to which the Chornobyl children have been exposed, the small
differences in the children’s self-reports suggest that there are protective factors or
counter-balancing forces in the lives of these children. We hypothesized that one
protective factor that may reduce the impact of Chornobyl stress on these children is a
positive family environment.

In order to examine the scope, magnitude, and correlates of children’s
well-being in the aftermath of Chornobyl, it is important to consider what
we have learned about child survivors of other disasters. Four central
findings emerge from these studies: (1) child survivors express a wide
array of internalizing (e.g., depression, anxiety, trauma-specific fears, sleep
disturbance, school problems, concentration difficulties, somatic concerns,
memory loss) and externalizing (conduct disorder and belligerence)
symptoms; (2) the level of distress increases with the child's age and
pre-event mental and physical health problems in the child or his/her
parents; (3) the level of distress is associated with the degree of
involvement or proximity to the event, family separation, and parental
reactions; and (4) if the sequelae of the disaster are not resolved, the level
of psychological morbidity does not abate over time (Aptekar & Boore,
1990; Bromet, Hough & Connell, 1984; Green et al., 1991; McFarlane,
Policansky & Irwin, 1987; Raphael, 1986; Saylor, 1993; Vogel & Vernberg,
1993). Epidemiologic studies of the mental health of children identify
similar risk demographic and familial risk factors, as well as poor physical
health and poor school performance (Verhulst & Koot, 1992).

* Several limitations should be noted. First, individual radiation
exposure data for the evacuated and Kiev samples are not
available. On the other hand, the evacuees all came from the
30-kilometer zone, and 81% were from the same city, Pripyat.
Second, the study design is cross-sectional. We therefore cannot
know whether differences will emerge when the children become
teenagers. This will be important to ascertain in future research.
Third, families resettled in Kyiv may not be representative of all
residents of the 30-kilometer zone. Fourth, Chornobyl unleashed
a cascade of stressors, including a set of harrowing experiences
during the evacuation process, arduous battles for residency
permits in Kyiv and for government benefits, social stigma, and an
irreversible loss of home, belongings, and lifestyle. The fact that
there were multiple stressors is not unique to Chernobyl.

* In conclusion, our study of the psychological effects of Chornobyl on 10-12
year old exposed children had a number of strengths, including an unbiased
sample of evacuee families, the classmate comparison group living in very
similar conditions to the Chornobyl children, an excellent response rate, a
highly skilled group of interviewers, standard approaches to assessing risk
factors and well-being, mental health data on the children from the children,
mothers, and teachers, and physical examinations and blood tests performed
by experienced and knowledgeable physicians. Radiation and nuclear power
evoke deeply rooted fear and anxiety in adults (Slovic 1991). However, 11
years after the explosion, the self-reported psychological well-being of
children who were infants when their families were resettled in Kyiv was
guite similar to that of their classmates. These findings are consistent with
our earlier results on TMI children (Bromet et al. 1984). Mothers’ fears about
Chornobyl’s health effects and their own somatic symptoms were
significantly associated with how they viewed their children, particularly their
children’s somatic symptoms, even after adjusting for other known risk
factors. However, there was little relationship between the mothers’
reactions to Chornobyl and the children’s self-reports about their well-being.
Thus, in contrast to studies of adult survivors of radiation catastrophes, our
findings indicate that the children aged 10-12 resettled in Kyiv and their
classmates had similar perceptions of their mental health.
