States as subjects of international relations

States are general subjects of international public law. States can be
participants of international treaties and agreements. States can accept
treaties between other states or international organizations. As subjects of
international states have different possibilities for cooperation in
international organizations. Sovereignty of states is features of states as
subjects of international public law.

Trappings of international
organizations.

International organizations has some trappings:
1.Created according to international public law.
2. Created on international treatise's base (foundational act).

State-like entities.

State-like entities are subjects of international relations, but these have
some trappings making state-like entities ( noxoXxue) to states. These
subjects of international public law are: free cities. Free city are subjects of
international public law, which has own constitution, state bodies.

Examples: Free city Danzig, Free territory Trieast, Vatican, order of Malta.
