WHAT?) ex: Reading is my hobby.

With words of preference (like, love, hate,
dislike, enjoy, good at, fond of, keen on)

After prepositions and phrasal verbs:
look forward to

carry on

take up

Ex: I am looking forward to going on holiday.

USING OF INFINITIVE (TO+VERB)

After adjectives:
hice, good, sorry, happy, glad

Ex: It was difficult to answer her question.
| am sorry to disturb you.
He was glad to see me.

To show WHAT FOR or WHY

Ex: He called me to tell the news.
We went to the museum to see an exhibition.

After phrases with would (would like, would
love)

Ex: | would like to have some tea.
