Hospitalism is a combination of mental and
physical disorders caused by prolonged stay of
a person in a hospital in 1solation from close
people and from home[3]

Hospitalism in children is the result of the
separation of the infant from the mother and his
early institutionalization, a deep mental and
physical backwardness that arises from a lack
of communication and upbringing.[4]

Hospitalism in adults (chronically sick,
especially the elderly) arises when staying -
repeated and for long periods - in a hospital
environment. Due to these factors, the patient
gets used to the role of the chronically ill
patient, his stay in the hospital becomes a
"lifestyle". Out of life outside the hospital, a
person sometimes makes significant efforts to

Hospitalism in psychiatry is the deterioration of
the mental state due to a prolonged stay in the
hospital: the phenomenon of social
maladaptation, loss of interest in labor and
work skills, a decrease in synthonism, a
deterioration in contact with others, a tendency
to chronic diseases[5]

Desocialization is the loss of social experience
by an individual for some reason, affecting its
life activity and the possibility of
self-realization in a social environment.[5]
