T b« Cowventions of & mumber of the States baving. at the time of thair adopting the Cowatitation, exprassed a dasive, ln ovdes lo
prevest miscomsiraction or abuse of its powers, that further declavatory and restrictive clanses sbould be added: And as extending the growad of pablic confidence in
the Goverwmewni, will bast insure the bewaficent ends of its institution:

Rerelvad, by the SENATE emd HOUSE of REPRESENTATIVES of the UNITED STATES of AMERICA in Congress assembled.
two thirds of both Nouses coscwrring. Thet the following Articles be proposed to the Legislatwes of the several Siates. as Amendments 10 the Constitution of the Uniled
States; all, or axy of which articles, when ratified by tivee fowths of the said Legislaiures, 10 be valld to all inients end parposes. as part of ibe sald Constitation, vix.

Arsicles inaddition to, and Amendmeni of the Comstitution of the United S tates of America, proposed by Cougress, and ratified
by the Lagislatures of the saveral Siates, pursnant 10 ihe fifth Article of the Oviginal Constitution.

Atticle the first ...... After the [irst enumevation required by ibe first Article of tha Comstitution, thers shall be one Representative for avery thirty thousand, wutil the
wumber shall amount 10 one bundrad. afier which, 1be proportion shall be 30 regulated by Congress, that ihere sball be wot lezs 1hen owe bundred
Represewiaiives, wor less than ome Reprasewiative for every jorty tbousand pavscms. watil tbe wumber of Represewiatives sball amosni 10 two
bundred, afier which, the proportion shall be 30 ragulated by Cougresa, that there shall woi be leas than two bundred Represesiatives. wor more
thaw ome Reprasentative for every [ifty thousond pevsoms. [Not Ratified]
Article the second .... No law, varying ihe compensation for the services of the Semators and Represesiatives, shall take effect, watil o election of Represestatives
sball Bave intervewed.

Article the fifth ....... No Soldier sball, in time of peace. be guartered in axy bouse. withost the consent of the owsner, wor b tme of war, but i & mawwer (o be pre-
scribed by law,

Article ibe sixth ...... The right of the people 1o be secwra in their persons, bouses. papers, and effects, w—-uonu- seerches end seiznres, shall mot be
wiolated. and wo Warrewis shall {ssne but wpou probable canse. by owth or icwlarl) the place 1o be

saarched. and tha parscas or things 1o be seived

Atticle the seventd ... No persow shall be beld to answer for & capital, or otberwise infawous crime, waless ow @ presenimeni or indictment of & grand fjury, excepl in
cases aristag in the land ov Naval forces. or in the Nilitia, whew in actual service in time of War or public dangev; nor shall wxy person be
sabject for the same offence 1o be twice put in jeopardy of life or limb: mor sball be compelled in any criminal case, 10 be & wilwess against
bimsalf. mor be deprivad of life, liderty, or property, without due process of law; wor sball privaie property be lahen for public mse witbout fust
compeasaiion.

Article the «ighth ..... In all criminal prosecations, the accwsed shall ewjoy the right lo « speedy and public irial by an impartial fury of the Stats and district whevein
1hecrime shell beve been commitied, which district sball bove bues previonsly asceriained by law, and 10 be informed of 1be setwe end couse

of the o be d with 1be against bim; 1o bave compalsory process for oblaluing witwesses in bis fovor, end to
bave the assistance of commsel! for bis defence.

Atticle the winth ...... ln suits at common low, where ibe valse in controversy shell axceed twenty dollars. the right of trial by jury shall ba presarved, aud wo fact,
tried by a jury. shall be othenvise re-examined in awy Couri of the United Siaies. them according io the rules of the common low.

Article tbe tenth ...... Excessive bail shall nol be reqwired, wor excessive fises imposed, wor crwel and wausnal punizbmants laflicted.

Article the eleventd .. The ensmeration u the Constitution. of certain rights. sball mot be coustraed to dewy or disparage otbers retained by the pecple.
Article the twalfth .... The powers wot dalageted 1o the United States by tha Coustitution, wor prodibited by Ui 1o the States, are resarvad 1o the States respectively, or
1o the pecple.
