The Spanish first came to New Mexico in 1541. In 1598, the first 

Spanish colonial settlement, San Juan de los Caballeros, was founded 

in what is now northern New Mexico. The Spanish also established 

missions, some with beautiful churches and artwork, throughout the 

area.

Albuquerque, named for the 

Spanish Duke de 

Alburquerque (picture). For 

over 500 years, Hispanic 

culture has influenced how 

New Mexicans work and 

live.
