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® The study of dental materials of necessity requires a
basic knowleddge of matter, particularly solids, if the
properties and reactions of the materials are to be
understood and, often, predicted. All dental
restorations, whether they are plastic or metal, are
built from atoms.

® No other restoration approaches the esthetic qualities
of the natural tooth as closely as the porcelain jacket
crown. This type of restoration is primarily indicated
for interior teeth in both jaws including the bicuspids.




® The porcelain jacket is the restoration that pleases the
patient most, when occlusal rehabilitation is completed. The
two important factors in porcelain jacket crown
construction are that the completed restoration should be
baked to nearly equal thickness and that it should have
sufficient tooth structure to support it.

® These factors minimize fracture and dislodgement of the
porcelain jacket crown and contribute to uniformity of color.
For the patient treated in occlusal rehabilitation it Is
sometimes advisable that duplicate porcelain jacket crowns
be constructed so that the patient will be prepared for any
emergency should a porcelain crown fracture. All patients
for whom this type of restoration is made are advised to be
careful in their eating habits. They are advised to resort to
the knife and fork for reducing the size of food. Porcelain is
fragile, and some sacrifices must be made by the patient
for esthetics.



® The fixed partial dentureplays an
important role in occlusal rehabilitation
and should receive preference over the
removable restoration whenever and
wherever possible.

® The operator is advised to examine the
mucosa of the edentulous area
thoroughly. Observe whether the ridge is
spiny, broad or so-called "normal”. Note
whether any tissue attachments or frena
stretch from the gingiva to the crest of
the ridge area.



® Examine the interocclusal clearance and determine the type of
abutment retainerand type of ponticindicated. It is necessary
to observe the chewing habits of the patient. These
preliminary considerations will decide the material to be used
In the bridge construction. The three materials used in fixed
partial dentures are porcelain, plastic (acrylic resin) and metal.
Porcelain may be used for the occlusion and incisal surface,
depending upon the patient's occlusion and habits. Acrylic
resin is usually protected by gold because of its inability to
withstand contact. There are occasions, however, when acrylic
resin may be used on the occlusal and incisalsurfaces,
particularly in occlusions that narticinate in abnorma




® The restoration to replace missing teeth should
meet the basic requirements of function,
physiology and esthetics. The abutment retainer
contributes an important part in the satisfaction
of these three requirements. Conservation of the
health and vitality of the teeth that support the
bridge is imperative.
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o After the preparation thermal shock is
often experienced by the patient every
time he drinks something hot or cold.
Temporary insertion of a fixed bridge
with anodyne cement is advised to bring
the sensitive teeth to a receptive state
for permanent cementation.
