Getting paid can be an issue for a business of any size.
But delays can cause particular difficulties for small
business owners who don't have a steady cash flow.

Wendy Sloane (the owner of a small photo services
company) has many problems getting money from her
clients on time. Some clients forget to pay, some have
financial problems and others want to see finished
product before making a payment. For Mrs. Sloane it's
not just the money problem — it's also the frustration
with multiple invoices, emails and phone calls.

Possible answers:

* Make payment terms clear from the start;

* Move to electronic invoicing or even immediate card payments;

e Add penalties or interest to encourage customers to pay on time;
* Get to know customers (customers ‘ accounts) personally;

* Have a cash reserve ready in case payments are delayed;

e Consider providing a discount for prompt or early payment.
