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How to start?

o All motivational letters start with research.

1. Where are you applying to? Researching this very much depends on
where are you trying to get. Basically all research starts by looking
carefully through their own website (tip: how they describe themselves?
That is usually what they're looking for).

2. Your own interests and motivations. What are you interested in?

Why? Search inspiration from articles, science, your favorite authors.
