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CHANGE OF GUARD

= The elite army of the British Royal guard was created in the late 17th century by king Henry VII of
England. He was the father of Henry VIII, whose love we learned after visiting the HAMPTON court
Palace. The first Royal Palace, which was guarded by horse guards, was Whitehall. Then the Royal court
was moved to St. James's Palace, and with it the ceremony of changing the guard. And when, in 1837,
Queen Victoria chose the neighboring Buckingham Palace as her Royal residence, the Royal guard
remained in St. James's Palace, but Buckingham Palace was also guarded. And it does so to this day,
showing tourists the most beautiful ritual of changing the guard in the UK. Moreover, if you notice over
Buckingham Palace English flag — so at this point the Queen of England is in the Palace, and the number
of guards increases.

- What is the change of guard at Buckingham Palace? During the days of changing the guard,
the” old "guards, who are on duty, gather in the courtyard of Buckingham Palace and are
replaced by” new" soldiers who come from Wellington barracks accompanied by a military
orchestra. There is a formal transfer of responsibility for the protection of the Royal court.
Near the Wellington barracks is the Museum of the Royal guard, there is also interesting to

go.

CHANGE OF GUARD

- Old” and" new " guards come from 2 different locations: from St. James's Palace and
from Wellington barracks. They gather there at about 11 am, solemnly pass to
Buckingham Palace, and at 11.30 begins the ceremony of changing the guard at
Buckingham Palace, which lasts about 45 minutes. Sometimes, due to very bad
weather, the changing of the guard at Buckingham Palace can be canceled, with the
decision to cancel reported just 15 minutes before the scheduled start.
