Brush
hair off temples, with fullness at sides
and below ears. Have forward-extend-
ing hat brim, broad necklines.

IF YOU HAVE AGE LINES-

Do place light color below face. /
Reflection softens face lines and
makes light hat flattering.

Don’t wear dark costume with
Light colored hat.

IF DAINTY TYPE, SMALL FACE-

Don’t wear an enormous jewel
in your turban. It's not suited to
your delicate features,

Do wear tendrils of violets or
small ornament in keeping with
your small face.
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THE OVAL FACE IF SHORT, WIDE NOSE, HIGH

Do keep top hair fluffy, no
definite part. Narrow nose
with dark powder at the sides
and lengthen with lighter
powder at the nose tip.
