its powerful neighbours, India and China. Almost completely cut off for centuries, it only began to
open up to outsiders in the 1970s. Its breathtaking scenery and ancient Buddhist culture make it a
natural tourist attraction, but tourism is restricted: visitors must travel as part of a pre-arranged
packageor guided tour.

The king, partly educated in Britain and having travelled abroad, has continued the policy of limited
modernisation adopted by his father. He has gone to great lengths to preserve the country’s
deep-rooted Buddhist culture and ancient traditions from the rapidly-developing world outside its
