Peter I

■ Peter I - the first emperor of the Russian state.

■ He did not cease to learn all his life, mastered several 
professions, spoke many languages. To learn about the 
achievements of Europeans and gain knowledge, Peter 
visited Germany, Holland, England. He himself 
participated in the construction of large ships - frigates, 
for which they called him king - carpenter. Under Peter I a 
strong army was created, armed with new guns and guns.



At the end of the 18th century the empire was 
ruled by Catherine II. She was an intelligent, 
educated and active ruler. In her reign, the 
power of Russia has increased even more. 
Russia was joined by Lithuania, part of the 
Right-Bank Ukraine and Belarus. The Crimean 
Khanate was subdued. After heavy wars with 
Turkey, Russia got access to the Black Sea.
