For that he rushed from one
adventure to another, which, however, was quite in the
spirit of the time - enterprising and clever to quickly reach
the goal.

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About the novel
"Robinson Crusoe" — Danijel Defoe's novel for the first time published in April, 1719 and briefly called by name the

main character. The full name of work sounds as "Life, unusual and surprising adventures of Robinson Crusoe,
seaman from York which has lived 28 years all alone on the desert island at coast of America near mouths of the river
Orinoco where it has been thrown out by ship-wreck during which all crew of the ship, except him, has died, with a
statement of his unexpected release by pirates; written by him". This book has given rise to the classical English novel
and has generated fashion on pseudo-documentary art prose.




Plot

The book is written as the fictional autobiography of Robinson Crusoe, the resident of York who
dreamed of travel to the far seas. Contrary to will of the father, he in 1651 leaves a home and
goes with the friend to the first sea swimming. It terminates in ship-wreck at the English coast,
however it hasn't disappointed Crusoe, and soon he has made several trips on the merchant
ship. In one of them his ship has been seized at coast of Africa by berber pirates and Crusoe two
years in captivity were necessary to stay while he doesn't run on a launch. He is selected in the
sea by the Portuguese vessel going to Brazil where he also has located the next four years, having
become the owner of a plantation.
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Wishing to grow rich quicker, he takes part in illegal trade flight to Africa for black slaves.
However the ship gets to a storm and runs aground at the unknown island near the mouth of
Orinoco. Crusoe was the only survivor from crew, having reached by swimming the island which
was uninhabited. Having overcome despair, he rescues all necessary tools and supplies before
that has been finally destroyed by storm from the ship. Having located on the island, he builds to
himself well covered and protected dwelling, learns to sew clothes, to burn ware from clay, sows
fields A4MeHeM and rice from the ship. Also he manages to tame wild goats who were found on
the island, it gives him a stable source of meat and milk, and also a skin for production of clothes.




Investigating the island for many years, Crusoe finds traces of savages cannibals who sometimes
visit different parts of the island and arrange cannibal feasts. In one of such visits he rescues the
captured savage who was going to be eaten. He teaches the native to English and calls him Friday
as his Saviour in this day of the week. Crusoe finds out that Friday is from Trinidad which can be
seen from opposite part of the island and that he has been captured during battle between
Indian tribes.




At the following noticed visit of the island by Crusoe's cannibals with Friday attack savages and
rescue two more captives. One of them appears the father Pyatnitsy, and the second — the
Spaniard whose ship has also crashed. Except him from the ship even more than ten Spaniards
and Portuguese who were in a stalemate at savages on the continent have escaped. Crusoe
decides to send the Spaniard together with the father Pyatnitsy by the boat to bring his

companions on the island and joint efforts to construct the ship by which all of them could sail to
civilized coast.
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While Crusoe expected return of the Spaniard with his team, to the island there has arrived the
unknown ship. This ship has been_seized by rebels who were going to land on the island of the
captain with the people betrayed to him. Crusoe and Friday release the captain and help it to
return control over the vessel. The most unreliable rebels are left on the island, and Crusoe is
later 28 years spent on the island; leaves him and in 1687 comes back to England to the relatives
who considered him the dead long ago. Crusoe goes to Lisbon to get profit for the plantation in
Brazil that does it very rich. After that he transports the wealth by land to England to avoid travel
by sea. Friday accompanies him, and onthe way they get to the last joint adventure when
struggle with hungry wolves and a bear when crossing the Pyrenees.
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Robinson Crusoe is the thoughtless, mad young man from a respectable bourgeois:family which, without having
followed advices the parents dissuading him from thought to become the seafarer, goes to swimming. He happened
to test much, but gradually difficulties build up his character, teach wisdom. Robinson after ship-wreck gets on the
desert island and spends 28 years, 2 months and 19 days there. Hera Defoe is isolated from other people, having
come to be on the desert island, he has at himself only a knife, a tube and a can with tobacco. Soon he rescues from
the sunk thing ship which help him to survive. Robinson Crusoe works, reflects and gradually does the life not only
tolerable, but also fine. He, since the childhood possessing many economic skills, bigger studies on the island.
Robinson Crusoe in everything is guided by common sense, is able to reconcile with the situation, not to fall into
despair, to work, counting only on itself. Having seen that he is capable to survive alone on the desert island,
Robinson Crusoe calms down, begins to reflect on the former life, to read the Bible rescued from the ship makes the
book of the good and evil where paints pluses and minuses of the accommodation on the island in the manner of
the accounting account book.

Defoe isn't peculiar thoughtless idealization of the savage and primitivism; for him
savages are children whom it is necessary to develop and do of them people. An image of Friday — one of the first

images of the ingenuous savage whom writers of the 18th century so liked to represent Robinzon disaccustoms
Friday to a cannibalism, gives him those working skills which owns. Then starts with him religious conversations
about superiority of Christian God over a local deity Benamuki. But to explain to Friday what is a devil, it is a task
more difficult. Friday asks Robinzon a tricky question why if God is stronger than a devil, he allows existence in the
world of the evil? Robinzon who took Christian belief for granted never asked a similar question.




Criticism

Now the "Robinson" migrated into the category of children's books, "an essay, usher in a new era in human development, has now become
primarily a book for children's reading." But we must remember that the original novel was intended for a wider and not the children's range of
readers. For all its apparent simplicity, this book is surprisingly versatile. Some aspects of it are unaware of modern lovers of English literature.On
the "Robinson Crusoe" literary historians argue to this day. Which only genre definitions do not apply to him - an adventure novel, novel,
education, travel, spiritual autobiography, an island utopia allegorical parable, classic idyll of free enterpriseAnd in all of these seemingly disparate
definitions it contained a grain of truth.

During his life, Daniel Defoe was able to write more than 500 works as the artistic and journalistic perspective. But the real success he brought
only one book devoted to the amazing adventures of Robinson Crusoe - a sailor from York. Easy form Defoe's novel is not inferior to the depth of
its content. The era of severe and dramatic development of the world, the era of amazing sea journeys across the world in the discovery of the
mysterious lands and unknown islands long ago sunk into the past. However, the reader's interest to the hero Defoe does not disappear, but only
increases. Thus, Robinson Crusoe has turned into one of "eternal character" of literature, and became a favorite of millions of children and adults
around the world.

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The novel "Robinson Crusoe" is one of the most famous works of Daniel Defoe in our country. Traditionally, it referred to
children's literature, although its appearance and meaning, to a greater extent are deep political overtones.

This subtext showed up immediately on the exit of the novel published, but now the novel is largely relevant in political terms
and in our country too. In particular, it is known that in the novel took shape ideology is gaining strength while in England the
bourgeoisie - entrepreneurs working on creating their work present and the future of capitalist society.

In his book, the aristocracy represented by Defoe two English sailors, pirates, thugs and bums, to declare the entire island as their
own, demanded settlers from the payment of rent for land. In my opinion, these characters, their actions and the events taking
place around them, are a direct analogy with the modern Russian oligarchs and their actions. It is no secret that today's Russian
society ever more clearly revealed the split between the "higher" - oligarchic layer and ordinary citizens - workers, entrepreneurs.

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Interesting Facts
In August 1719 Defoe produces a continuation of "The Further Adventures of Robinson Crusoe", and even a year later - "Serious
Reflections of Robinson Crusoe," but only the first book was included in the treasury of world literature and is associated with it a
new genre concept of "Robinsonade".
The novel, most likely, based on the true story of Alexander Selkirk, the boatswain «Cinque Ports» Vessel ("Sankey Port"). Selkirk
are extremely quarrelsome and quarrelsome character, in 1704 it was planted by his own request on a desert island, equipped
with weapons, food, seeds and tools. On this island Selkirk lived until 1709.
At 560 kilometers from the Chilean coast is the island of Robinson Crusoe, in 2005 there have found the treasure, which is
estimated at S 10 billion. Treasure hunt arranged by Wagner, their lawyer, called the find "the biggest treasure in history." The
British newspaper "The Guardian"” wrote that on the 15-meter depth of 600 barrels containing solid gold statues and amazing
jewelry Incas were found.
"Robinson Crusoe" is considered the first English novel.
A novel about the adventures of Robinson has continued, in which the hero suffers a shipwreck off the coast of Southeast Asia

and is forced to travel to Europe through Russia. In particular, he waits for 8 months of winter in Tobolsk.

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Life of Robinson Crusoe — not fiction

Most people, though not all, but | know about the life of Robinson Crusoe. It is interesting that Daniel Defoe described the story,
which is actually real.

When the Scottish sailor Alexander Selkirk was 19 years old, he left his family and was in command of the ship "Cinque Ports" in
the Pacific ocean in 1903 took part in the RAID of the Corsair squadron of pirate Dampier. Alexander was too hard to stay on the
ship.he made a conscious decision to jump ship and stay on one of the Islands. Alexander had hoped that the British or the
French will take it sooner or later, so took with him only what he considered necessary: a knife, axe, bullet, gunpowder,
navigational instruments and a blanket. So four years have passed. Passing near the island expedition of wood Rogers kindly took
Alexander. He was certainly feral: long hair, beard regrown enough, clothing from the skins of goats, have forgotten human
speech, which recovered after some time.
