There are three types of conditions. It is used in three types of sentences, called first, second

and third conditional sentences.

The first conditional sentences are
used to talk about possible
situations and their probable results.

Type 11

These sentences are used to talk
about an unlikely condition and its
probable result. It means unrealistic,
unreal, hypothetical conditions
related to the present or the future.
