Guaelic football and HURLING

Hurling (in 1rish, iomanaiocht o iomiint)
is an oytdoor team sport of Celtic origin,
played with sticks and a ball.
The game, is arguably the world’s fastest field team sport
in terms of game play.
Orte of Ireland’s native Gaelic Ganmes,
The object of the game is for players to yse a
wooden axe-shaped stick called a lyrley
to it a symall ball between the opponents’ goalposts
elther over the crosshar for one point,
or ynder the crosshar into a net gyarded
by a goalkegper for three points.

She visits a
household and by wailing she
warns them that a member
of their fan&ily is about to
ie.

When a Banshee is caught,
she is obliged to tell the
name of the doomed.

The Bean Sidhe has long
streaming hair and is dressed
in a gray cloak over a green
dress. Her eyes are fiery red
from the constant weeping.
When multiple Banshees wail
together, it will herald the
death of someone very great
or holy.



Uery small spivits who sometines live in farmhoyses or wine cellars. They are known to aid humans and perform small labors for them.
