* Unfortunately,Great apes of
Africa and Asia could face
extinction 1n the next few
decades 1f more 1s not done to
conserve them.




* Elephants are the largest living
land animals, with adults
sometimes welghing six tons or
more.

* Elephants are threatened by
shrinking(cokpamienus) living
space and
poaching(opakoHbepcTBO) for
the ivory trade(cimoHoBas
