Future Simple
I will see my friend and his 

mother tomorrow.
I will go for a walk next Sunday.

I will go to my grandmother 
next year. 



Past Simple
The weather was fine yesterday.

Jim took the bird back to the forest last 
autumn.

I watched TV last night.

Last summer Jill went to the forest.

They saw a very beautiful girl the day 
before yesterday.

We went to the park yesterday.
