Us administrative division
The United States of America consists of 50 States that are equal subjects of the Federation,
the capital Federal district of Columbia, and dependent territories. Each state has its own
Constitution, legislative, Executive and judicial powers. Most state names are derived from
the names of Indian tribes and the names of the kings of England and France.States are
divided into districts (eng. county, parish (Louisiana), borough (Alaska)) — smaller
administrative units (smaller than the state, but not smaller than the city), except for five
districts (borough) within the city of new York. In total, according to the U.S. census Bureau,
there are 3,141 counties in the country. The smallest number of counties in Delaware , the
largest in Texas. The powers of the district administration and the relationship with the
municipal authorities of the localities located on their territory vary greatly from state to
