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1. With its rich and unique 1000-year-old history, 
Kazan is one of the most historical and beautiful 

cities on the Volga River.



2. Visit the Kazan Kremlin, a UNESCO World 
Heritage Site, and be struck by the beauty of 

Annunciation Cathedral and Kul Sharif Mosque.



3. See the Famous Kazan icon of Our Lady, returned 
to Kazan from Rome in 2004 as a gift from Pope 

John Paul II.



4. Visit the wooden homes of the Old Tatar 
Settlement historic district, built several 

centuries ago, and learn about the way of life 
led by the higher classes of Tatar society.



5. Take a boat trip on the river Volga and take a 
Volga cruise from Kazan to Moscow or Saint 

Petersburg.



‘6. Get acquainted with the Oriental tastes of Tatar 
food. Here you can taste real national food: 

‘chak-chak’, (fried dough balls covered in honey), belish’ 
(a rice and raisin filled pie) and 'ochpochmak' (meat and 

potato pastries).



7. Take part in Tatar festivals such as ‘Sabantuy’, 
featuring with folk games, pole climbing, sack 

races, tug-of-war, weightlifting, water-carrying 
races and grain-sack fighting.



8. Attend Rudolf Nuriev International Ballet 
Festival and the Shalyapin International Opera 

Festival, or the Creation of Peace Music Festival.



9. Go to Raifskiy Bogoroditsky Monastery; see the 
unique island-town Sviyazhsk on the Volga River. 

Visit the ancient town of Bulgar, often called 
‘Mecca of the North.’



10. Enjoy an outdoor recreation, including walking 
and bicycle tours, horseback riding, river 

voyages on the Volga, and winter tours including 
skiing and snowboarding, or culinary tours of the 

region.
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
