International custom
(MexxgyHapoaHbiv obblyan).

International custom is source of IPL, which has some influence in sphere of international sea law.

International custom is plenty of rules of behavior between participants of international relations,
accepted and become obligationful in different spheres of international relations.

International customs have recommended meaning for participants of international relations.
International customs are not formed as international treaties.

Examples: INCOTERMS.

INKOTERMS is international codification of customs in sea trade sphere).
