. Air Pollution in KazakhstanThe dangerously high level of air pollution in
Kazakhstan, due to multiple sources including variousindustrial enterprises and
automobile emissions, is threatening the health and well being of
Kazakhstanicitizens. LeadMetal that is emitted into the air as small particles (from
automobile emissions, industrial emissions)Auto transport emits polluting
substances (sulphur dioxide, carbon dioxide) with exhausted gas whichtotal at over
2 million tons.Contribution of auto emissions to the air basin pollution has reached
more than 60% in recent years90% in Almaty Substance LevelEmissions from
stationary sources surveyed in 1999 resulted in 2308 thousand tons of
pollutingsubstances.



® Sources of Pollution A 1998-99 analysis of various economic activities and
their role in air pollution showed thefollowing enterprises to be at
fault:-Industrial pollution-Production of Crude -Oil/Natural
Gas-Manufacturing-Metallurgy-Production of Materials for
Power-Production/Distribution of Gas, Electric Power, and Water-Automobile
emissions-Mining Activity-Transport and
Communication-Radioactive/Nuclear testing Industrial Enterprises.The
majority of the Kazakhstan population resides in areas around or near
industrial centers, due to thejob opportunities offered in these areas. About 1/3
of these enterprises have no sanitary zones meeting size standards. Besides
harmful chemicals and emissions, residents living near industrial centers
experience pollution inthe form of noise, electric magnet fields, dust, and
vibration.These enterprises emit dangerous levels of carbon dioxide, sulfur
dioxide, nitrogen oxides, carbonmonoxide, and other toxic pollutants.
