Usage: The present perfect tense

= puts emphasis on the result

Ex: She has written five letters.

= expresses an action that is still going on.

Ex: School has not startedyet.

= expresses an action that stoppedrecently

Ex: She has cooked dinner.

= expresses a finished action that has an influence on the present
Ex: I have lost my key.

= expresses an action that has taken place once, never or several
times before the moment of speaking

Ex: 1 have never been to Australia.
