The symbol of Red Nose Day is the clown nose.
Each year a different red nose is sold. Since 1985
there have been all kinds of noses: boring plain ones,
the ones that looked like faces, then the ones that
squeaked, then the ones that changed colour when they
got hot, then the ones that stuck their tongues out
when squeezed... And this year's noses had fuzzy red
hair which you could as you pleased (it came with its
own gell)

Buying a red nose is one of the ways of giving
money to Comic Relief. It costs 1 pound and at least
70 p %oes to charity. Five million noses were sold in
the UK in the week before March 14th.
