A treaty typically begins with a preamble. Preamble describing the
participants of treaty named High Contracting .

Modern preambles are sometimes structured as a single very long
sentence formatted into multiple paragraphs for readability, in which each
of the paragraphs begins with a gerund (desiring, recognizing, having, and
so on).
