HISTORY

•The wheel opening 
occurred on December 31, 
1999, the day before the 
new Millennium. Just as the 
Eiffel tower, the Eye was 
originally planned as a 
temporary structure with the 
dismantling in 2005, but his 
crazy popularity has 
translated it in the category 
of permanent attractions. In 
2006, he was even 
equipped with a led 
backlight.



•It is interesting that the London 
Eye had a predecessor. July 17, 
1895 was the opening of the 
Great Wheel (Great Wheel), 
skopiowano with the Chicago 
Ferris Wheel (Chicago Ferris 
Wheel) and served until 1907. It 
reached 94 feet tall and had a 
40 specially designed cabins, 
each of which could 
accommodate up to 40 
people.
•The official opening ceremony 
of the London Eye were held on 
31 December 1999, hence the 
name Wheel of the Millennium, 
but due to some technical 
flaws, it remained closed to the 
public until 9 March 2000.
