Impressionism is a 19th-century art
movement characterized by relatively small, thin, yet visible
brush strokes.



Salvador Dali, Surrealism. Surrealism was a
cultural movement which developed in Europe
after World War |.

It activates the unconscious mind
(6beccosHaTernbHoe) through the imagery
(0Bbpa3HoCTb). Artists painted unnerving
(nyratowine), illogical scenes, creating strange
creatures from everyday objects, and developing
painting techniques that allowed the
unconscious to express itself (koTopble
NO3BOMSAIOT Bblpa3nuTb Decco3HaTenbHoe). Its
aim is to "resolve the previously contradictory
conditions (paHHee npoTuBopeyvaLlme
ycnoBus) of dream and reality into an absolute

reality, a super-reality", or surrealism.

Installation Art

Installation art is movement in art, developed at the same
time as pop art in the late 1950s, which is characterized by
large-scale, mixed-media constructions, often designed for
a specific place or for a temporary period of time.
