Blography

Ferdinand Magellan was born 20.11 (according to others,
17.10) 1480. The place of his birth is disputed, the major
authors indicate as such, the town of Sabrosa, but he may
have been born in the city of Porto. About the family
Navigator also little is known, in particular, the fact that she
belonged to the nobility. It is assumed that his father was a
RUY or Rodrigo di Magellan (1433--1500), a former
one-time alcalde of the fortress of Aveiro. Mother Alda de
Mosquito (Miskitu). In addition to Magellan they had four
children. Of their life nothing is known. Young Magellan
was c|1| page from the Queen Rainha Dona Leonor, wife of
jodo II.

In 1498, the Portuguese opened the sea route to India.
Followed by Vasco da Gama from Portugal to go to the
squadron for the squadron at the conquest of the East.

After passing the Cape of Good Hope, the expedition
starts fighting with the capture of Kilwa and Mombasa,
then she should be in India. Magellan is part of an
expedition, but for the first time his name is mentioned
in the battle of Cannanore. In 1506, Magellan is
involved in the suppression of riots, building
Mozambique, and then back into India where it twice
wounded[4].

In the battle of DIU ship, which was Magellan, broke
through the ranks and took on Board the flagship of the
enemy|[3].

Meanwhile, the Portuguese come to the conclusion
that for complete control over the spice trade they
need to seize the port of Malacca. In 1509 in India
arrives squadron Scary, which should make the first
voyage to Malacca. The Viceroy of India attaches to
the four ships Sicari fifth, on which the sailing of
Magellan and his friend (possibly relative), Francisco
Serrano[é].

September 11, 1509, the Portuguese came to Malacca.
Was originally signed a frade agreement between the
Portuguese and local authorities, but after a few weeks,
a conflict broke out. According to one source it was the
Arabs, who feared that the Portuguese will take the
whole trade, on the other, it was provoked by the
Portuguese themselves. But all agree on the fact that
the aftack on the Europeans was unexpected. A
significant part of the sailors was on shore on business or
on leave. Nearly all boats were on the shore. On ships
at that time arrived many of the Malays, allegedly for
inspection.

In July 1512, Magellan is already in Lisbon[12], where it is assigned a pension
of 1,000 reais per month (the smallest)[13]. Soon she rises to 1850 reais.

In 1514 he participated in the battles in Morocco near the city of Azemmour. In
one battle he was shot in the leg (he was limping), and one under it killed the
horse. He was assigned to guard captured from the Moors by cattle, but soon he
was charged that he secretly sold to the Moors production. Pissed off Magellan,
without the permission left for Portugal to justify. Their unauthorized actions, he
angered the king and was forced to return to the place of service. In Africa, the
charges were dropped, he resigned and returned home. He asked the king to
increase his pension, but he refused[14].

It's hard to tell when Magellan came the idea of the journey that would glorify
him. Each Serrdo wrote with the letters of the Moluccas, from which it was
possible to conclude that the spice Islands are very far away in the East and
relatively close to America. In a letter in response, Magellan has hinted that it
may soon arrive in these Islands, "if not through Portugal through Castile". It is
not known when this letter was written, but it is possible that during the time of
Magellan in Portugal. At this time he is exploring the available Portuguese
maps, talking with the captains[15].

During one of the classrooms with Manuel I Magellan asks the marine service,
and sends in the sea. The king refuses. He then asks permission to offer its
services to other States. The king permits. He doesn't need Magellan. Some
sources claim that Magellan renounced allegiance to Portugal, but the
documents about this and have not survived. Soon, from Portugal to Spain
moved a group of Portuguese sailors.

Magellan settled in Seville, where he became close friends with
the Portuguese emigrant Diego Barbosa, warden of the Arsenal.
At the end of 1517 and early 1518, Magellan marries his
daughter Beatrice. In February of 1519 they had a son. The son
of Diego Barbosa Duarte Barbosa, Magellan, had served in
India. After the death of Magellan and Duarte Barbosa authored
by Duarte Barbosa a book will be published with a description
of the countries of South and Southeast Asia: "Livro de Duarte
Barbosa" (""the Book of Duarte Barbosa"). However, in archives
there are copies of this work, where the author of Magellan.
This there are different explanations. It is possible that these
copies were presented to king Charles I, under the name of
Magellan, to enhance its credibility. It is also likely that the
book is a joint work of Magellan and Barbosa[17].

Magellan explains the idea on his expedition to Seville "House
of Contracts" (the Department responsible for organising
expeditions). He meets there support, but Juan de Aranda, one
of the leaders of the Chamber come into contact with Magellan
and promises him his support behind 20% of future profits.
Soon in Spain arrives a companion of Magellan astronomer Rui
Falero. With it is possible to get 1/8 of the profit due to the
Aranda. The agreement was certified by a notary. Soon
Magellan presented his project to the leadership of Spain, and it
was approved.

Death

One of the leaders of Mactan island Lapu-Lapu (Silulu) opposed the
new order was not going to surrender under the power of Humabon.
Magellan organized against him military expedition. He wanted to
demonstrate to local residents the power of Spain. The battle was
unprepared. Due to the shallows of ships and boats are unable to come
close to effectively support landing party by the fire. While Europeans
in Cebu, local residents had the opportunity to study European arms
and his weaknesses. They were moving fast, not letting the Europeans
take aim, and attacked the sailors in the unprotected armor legs. When
the Spaniards began to retreat, Magellan was killed.
