Today New Zealand is an independent state within the Commonwealth, led by Britain, one of the founding
members of the United Nations. The majority of immigrants to New Zealand over the past half century
were British, but after 1945 there is the influx of immigrants from Yugoslavia, the Netherlands, from the
Islands of the South Pacific, and more recently from Asia. The indigenous people — Maori 14.5 % of the
population, and their cultural heritage is increasingly adopted as an integral part of the culture of the
country.

Fauna New Zealand fauna is similar to some other areas of the southern hemisphere, there
are endemic species and even genera and, except for two species of bats, there are no
placental mammals. The most interesting are the birds. Only here were found the remains
of the extinct MoA, or dinornis, giant flightless birds, some species of which reached 3.6 m
in height. They were completely wiped out, probably about 500 years ago. In the forests still
live flightless kiwi, is depicted on the emblem of the country. Another flightless bird and new
Zealand barbatus, or takahe was thought to be extinct, but in 1948 was again discovered.
