He, she, it, you, they won’t be
watching TV at 5 o’clock tomorrow.



Shall/will //we be watching TV at 5
o’clock tomorrow?

Will he, she, it, you, they be watching
TV at 5 o’clock tomorrow.



Adverbs of time

at 5 o’clock tomorrow

at this time tomorrow

from 3 till 5 o’clock on Sunday
next Sunday (summer...)

In two days (weeks, months. . .)



The Future Continuous tense describes

an action happening at a certain moment in the
future
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I will be lying on the beach at this time tomorrow.
= | am going to lic on the beach at this time
lomorrow.




The Future Continuous tense describes

personal plans in the future

I will be leaving for London at 6 p.m. tomorrow.=
I am leaving for London at 6 p.m. tomorrow.
