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Children also worked
as errand

boys, crossing
sweepers, shoe blacks,

or sold matches,
flowers, and other
cheap goods.







Worklng hours were 1ong bullders mlght Work 64
hours a week 1n summer and 52 in winter, while
domestic servants worked 80 hour weeks.

Children as young as 4 were put to work. In coal
mines, children began work at the age of 5 and
generally died before the age of 25. Many
children (and adults) worked 16-hour days.
