"HARRY POTTER"

The first popularity came to Joan in 1997, when she released the
first part of the Harry Potter novel, called "Harry Potter and the
Philosopher's Stone". Only a thousand copies went on sale. In
November of the same year, the book was awarded the first award
— Nesyle Smarties Book Prize. A year later, Joan received the first
world recognition — the international British Book Award.

In addition to books about Potter in the arsenal of the writer there
are a lot of other, no less interesting, works. Joan signed her story
titled "Fantastic Beasts, and where they Live" with the pseudonym
Newt Scamander. It deals with events that took place several
decades before the birth of the little wizard Potter.
